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CUTTING AND WELDING

RHIC PROJECT

Cutting and welding permits shall be obtained to ensure safe operations and fire protection.

I. PERMITTED CUTTING AND WELDING AREAS:

A. Areas of RHIC that have been approved as designated cutting and welding areas are
the following:

1. Central High Bay and South Clean Room, Building 820

2. South center sector of the South High Bay, Building 902

3. Northeast corner of the North High Bay, Building 902

4. West sector, Building 905

5. High Bay Areas, Building 924 (Heli-Arc only)

6. West end, Building 1005E

7. High Bay, Building 1008

II. PERMITS FOR SPECIAL CUTTING AND WELDING OPERATIONS

A. Line Supervisors shall obtain Cutting/Welding Permits from the Fire/Rescue Group
for all cutting or welding outside permitted areas and shall coordinate fire watch
responsibilities with the Fire/Rescue Group.

B. Line Supervisors shall ensure that all fire prevention precautions identified in the
Cutting/Welding Permit are strictly followed.
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III. TRAINING PROGRAM

A. The ES&H Coordinator shall obtain training records and schedules for future training
from the S&EP Division.

B. The ES&H Coordinator shall schedule training and maintain training records.

C. Line Supervisors shall ensure that their employees are trained in the safe use of their
cutting and welding equipment and associated personal protective equipment.
